Metro Manila Earthquake Impact Reduction Study (JICA-MMDA-PHIVOLCS 

Magnitude 7.2 Earthquake from the West Valley Fault  
  will cause: 

Å Could damage approximately 38% of the residential 
buildings (total 1.3 M), 38% of the 10 -30 story 
buildings (total 981), 14% of the 30 -60 story buildings 
(total 119),  30 -35% of public buildings  

Å Estimated 33,500 deaths and 114,000 injuries 

Å Additional 18,000 deaths from fire  

Å 9 bridges might be affected; 4000 water pipes or joint 
breaks, 30 km electrical cables cut, 95 km 
communication cables cut
